CANCELLATION POLICY

1. Up to six weeks before Program start (date of
kick-off call): companies receive a full refund of
the fee.

2. From six weeks to up to 11 days before Program
start (date of kick-off call in March 2023),
companies incur a 60% cancellation fee.

3. Within 10 days before Program start: companies
incur a 100% cancellation fee.

4. |If a participant is unable to attend the Program,
the reservation can be transferred to another
colleague (if all requirements are met). The notice
must be made no later than 10 days before the
start of the Leadership Program. Afterwards,
cancellation policy will be applicable.
